14-September-1987

While reading this right after the 1-May-1087 ad, I had this idea:

What if the Revisionists aren't some outside group. Somewhere on this site it is said that the (Pigs, was it?) weren't trying to become members, in presumed contrast to a group who was. This group could be the Revisionists, who infiltrated the Orphanage and

attempted to revise the Covenant of 5/72.

6-December-1989

The Melanchthon coordinate puts him in southern Utah.

Winthrop's coordinates are the same as those in the 8-April-1997 ad, #4. (Central MA.)

M. Flacius I.'s coordinates are for Capetown, which coordinates were mentioned in the 22-November-1983 ad, iii.

Mistah Kurtz is in Germany, at the coordinates given on the horizontal sword in the 1-May-1988 ad.

Capt. Morgan is at the coordinates listed on the vertical sword in the same ad (Geneva, Switzerland).

Schrodinger is in Johannesburg, South Africa.

Owsley is in East Texas, somewhere south of Dallas. His coordinates were given in the 1-May-1986 ad, #10.

Hooray for Google Earth.

21-March-1990

Ridley and Latimer:

Ridley probably refers to Nicholas Ridley, an English clergyman who was martyred partially on account of his opposition to the authority of the Pope over the Church in England. Latimer is Hugh Latimer, another English martyr.

5-September-1990

The Key of the House of David looks quite a bit like the key to a lock-box or safety deposit box. Now, Isaiah 22:22 (from which the Key comes)says (in part) "when he opens, no one shall shut". If the key in this ad is indeed the key to saftey depositbox #668, it could be a message to the effect that "The implications of the contents of this box are so great that they/it cannot be reversed."

5-December-1990

Ireton was a general during the English Civil War, and friend of Oliver Cromwell.

Johann Gerhard was a German Lutheran theologian.

Quintus-Fabius-Maximus-Cunctator was the Roman consul who harassed Hannibal's army and prevented it from marching on Rome during the Second Punic War.

Olof Petersson is, apparently, a Swedish economist.

The Pendulum Room refers to the place in a winery where wine is aged. This may be in reference to the other wine related clues (Wedding at Cana, the fancy wine named on the 1-May-1989 ad ["Chateau Lafitte ~R29"]).

1-May-1995
I believe that Judson, in his 9.4.01 posting is correct. In addition to the many Bible quotes, these ads have contained quotes from Shakespeare, Aristotle (1-May-1992 and 1-May-1993), and Plutarch (22-November-1983), and many poems/songs, all of which have standardized systems for citing them. 20-September-2000

Regarding the comments made by Ashton on 8-October-2000:  While the Greek Textus Receptus does indeed use the spelling delta-alpha-beta-iota-delta for David, the Byzantine text does in fact use the spelling delta-alpha-upsilon-iota-delta in Matthew 9:27.~T

16-June-2004

When I looked up the number 12104 (the number of marks to be delivered), the

first link that Google brought up was a page by NCBI that contains information about

"Porcine encephalomyocarditis virus."

Calvin:

Wassenaar is a city in the Netherlands.

E.A.R. is the U.S. Export Administration Regulations, and section 743.2 concerns the post-shipment verification of high

performance computers.

The reference to "Special Comprehensive License" is also in reference to the E.A.R. (http://www.gpo.gov/bis/ear/txt/752.txt)

The coordinates under "Calvin," if I did this properly, are for a spot of land on the shores of Lake Thingvallavatn in Iceland,

just SE of Thingvellir. (Google Earth.)

Cromwell:

16 CFR is Title 16 of the Code of Federal Regulations, and section 801 concerns itself with Coverage

Rules.(http://www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/waisidx_07/16cfr801_07.html)

Luther:

Lutine Bell = the bell of the HMS Lutine , which now hangs in the Underwriting Room at Lloyd^Òs of London. It is traditionally

rung to indicate the loss of a ship or the arrival of a delayed ship.

AES algorithm (Rijndael) is the Advanced Encryption Standard.

Adolphus:

VHTR is Very High Temperature Reactor, and the coordinates were someplace in western Montana.

The Routing number is that of a Bank in Lichtenstein. 

Schmizertitsch is a German dialect spoken in Switzerland and Lichtenstein.

Standardsprache means "native language" or something to that effect, probably a reference to plain German.

"Vats of Full Doctrine" last appeared in the 22-Feb-1988 ad, in which they were being

dispatched by Capt. Morgan overland aparently from the Democratic Republic of Congo to Sudan.

The poem in English is from John Hollander's Book Rhyme's Reason, page 10 of the

Google Books edition. The specific edition being referenced is the  3rd (1-March-2001)

edition. The whore of Babylon has appeared in the 1-May-2000 and the 1-May-2002 ads. 

Lorenzo Dow was a Connecticut Methodist preacher/evangelist widley regarded as crazy, and who allegedly cursed the town of Jacksonborough, Georgia.

Athanasius was a bishop of Alexandria who was a strong proponent of the Catholic doctrine of the Incarnation (Christ having one identity but two natures)

A Google search reveals that the Hebrew word is part of the word for Barnacle

(http://www.answers.com/topic/---7020), which would make sense considering its position relative to the picture of the ship. This is probably a simple coincidence, however.

Alexander Blok, the author of the Russian above the English poem, was a Russian poet who associated with the Communists during and after the Russian revolution.
